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First Half Term Week 7 and 8

Superheroes
Week 7 and 8 Express

At the ‘Express’ stage, children will become performers, experts and informers, share their achievements
with parents, classmates and the community, evaluate finished products and processes, link what they have

learnt to where they started and celebrate their achievements!

Engage
Geography

Oh no! Dr. Zorb, the villain from our ‘Engage day’ has been
spotted in Australia! The children will be using the excitement
from our ‘Engage day’ for Geography.
We will be learning the name of the countries in the United
Kingdom as well as the continents and oceans. As an
extension the children will locate and name the capital cities
of the United Kingdom.
We will be using songs to help us learn the names of the
continents and oceans. Here is one version you might like to
sing at home with your children.

The children will also learn about human and physical
features of geography.

English We will be finishing our writing of the story Supertato, checking that we have capital letters,
full stops and have used our phonics to sound out words. The children are familiar with the
language of the story as they have retold it as a class using Talk for Write (using simple
diagrams and actions to verbally retell the key parts of the story). We will also expect to
start seeing the use of adjectives (describing words, for example: the red cape).

Over the half term please continue to read with your child, checking their understanding as
they read. Going to the library is also a great way to encourage a love of books.

Maths In Maths we will be using our adding and subtraction skills to solve one step word problems.
We will be discussing with the children what a word problem is and then introducing and
modelling the correct method of solving one. We read it, circle the important information,
then write our number sentence (Read, circle, then write).We will be continuing to focus on
counting in multiples of 2s, 5s and 10s through singing and games, with a particular focus on
counting and writing in 5s to 50 over this week.
They will continue to practise using mathematical language such as: How many more? How
many altogether? addition, plus, problem, solve, total, equal to, more than, less than, fewer,
most and least.

Physical Education Our focus for P.E. is dynamic balance and agility, building the children’s basic core skills of
balancing and coordination in movement. For example, jumping over a point on the floor
using both legs, landing on both legs at the same time. We will be using a story called
Journey to Blue Planet from our P.E. programme, Real P.E. Throughout the day children can

also use their gross motor skills when learning
outside. The children will also take part in a
weekly run where children build up their long
distance running stamina.
